Is Unite & Rise 8.5 part of Women Defend Democracy?

What is Unite & Rise 8.5?

Unite & Rise 8.5 is the League of Women Voters’ nonpartisan, movement-building campaign to
engage 8.5 million people in civic education, community activation, and turnout support — with
partners working together to lift local voices and make participation easier. 

Yes. Women Defend Democracy is the League’s new programmatic focus for 2025. Unite & Rise
8.5 operates under that umbrella across five program areas — and our partnership focuses
where missions overlap, especially civic education and public mobilization.

Does this mean AAUW is adopting the League’s policy priorities?

How can Branches participate locally?

Yes. AAUW’s It’s My Vote! and the League’s Unite & Rise 8.5 are strictly nonpartisan — no
endorsements, no candidate support or opposition. Activities center on voter education,
community engagement, and access to reliable election information.

Connect with your local League of Women Voters and National
Council of Jewish Women to co-host nonpartisan forums, civic
holiday activities, and voter information events. AAUW will
provide monthly actions and resources — and point you to
partner tools when they are the best available.

Is this nonpartisan?

No. Working together on Unite & Rise 8.5 does not change AAUW’s strategic focus or our policy
priorities. This partnership demonstrates overlapping goals around engaging people in
elections — not an adoption of another organization’s focus areas or priorities. 
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
